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Motion to Adopt Allocations of Arts Student Employment Fund Committee

Whereas, the Arts Student Employment Fund has been in existence since 1999 following a student referendum conducted by the Arts Undergraduate Society (AUS), and may be renewed every three years.
Whereas, AUS Council passed a motion on November 27th, 2013 resolving “that upon adoption of the Arts Student Employment Fund by-laws, the Arts Student Employment Fund Committee (ASEFC) be formed no later than January and convene during the Winter semester to allocate funds in a manner consistent with the aforementioned by-laws.”

Whereas, article 3.3 and 3.3.4 (respectively) of the ASEF By-Laws state the “Duties and responsibilities of the student members of the ASEFC shall include:” “allocating undesignated funds of the Arts Faculty Employment Fund in a manner consistent with Article 2.1 of these bylaws, as per the procedures outlined in Article 5 of these bylaws, in conjunction with the Dean of the Faculty of Arts, or their delegate;”

Whereas, the ASEFC met on February 25th, 2014 to allocate the undesignated  funds of ASEF
Whereas, article 5.6 of the ASEF By-Laws states “Allocations decided by the ASEFC must be approved by a majority vote of AUS Legislative Council.”
Be It Resolved That, AUS Legislative Council ratifies the ASEF undesignated fund allocation decisions made by the ASEFC (detailed in attached documents)
