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Motion Regarding the Panama Field Studies Program FIO Increase
Whereas, FIOs or Frais Institutionnels Obligatoires are mandatory fees charged to students who register for certain courses to cover additional costs associated with
that course above tuition;
Whereas, the Panama Field Studies Semester program (PFSS) is requesting a fee increase of $338.60 for their 2015-2016 program, bringing their fee from $4641.40 to $4980;
Whereas, the Panama Field Studies Semester program is requesting a fee increase because, as of the academic year 2015-2016, the program will lose the money it usually receives from the Ministère de l’Éducation du Loisir et du Sport (MELS), a branch of the government of Quebec;

Whereas, this lost income amounts to $16,200 and the fee increase request will not fully compensate for the loss, which is the minimum increase that can ensure the viability of PFSS;
Whereas, the budget of the program has been attached and distributed to council members via council documents; 

Whereas, the PFSS program is an inter-faculty and inter-disciplinary program;

Whereas, Article 2.4 of the FIO bylaws states that “2.4. FIOs for courses taught within departments without representative departmental associations shall be brought directly to AUS Legislative Council for ratification or to the AUS Executive Committee if AUS Legislative Council is unable to be convened;” 

Be it resolved, that the AUS Legislative Council approve the imposition of a FIO for the Panama Field Studies Semester program;
