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Motion to Hold a By-Election for Arts Representative to SSMU
Whereas, an Arts Representative to SSMU resigned on September 3rd, 2015,

Whereas, according to the AUS Constitution, Article 12.14, “In the event that one of the Arts Representatives to SSMU positions is or becomes vacant, the Council shall elect a replacement, in accordance with the Electoral by-laws, from amongst its members until a by-election, if deemed necessary, is held.” 
Whereas, according to the following Electoral Bylaws of the AUS:

Article 3.1 “The nomination period for AUS executive officers and Arts Representatives to the SSMU shall be a minimum of five (5) working days, closing at 5:00 PM on the last day. The nomination period for any elected position shall be extended by a minimum of two (2) days if fewer than two (2) candidates are nominated for that position.”
Article 3.2 “The procedure for nomination shall be established by Elections AUS and shall be announced to the members of the Society through the elections listserv at least three (3) working days prior to the opening of the nomination period.”

Article 5.3 “The campaign period shall last no less than five (5) working days. Campaigning shall not be permitted before the opening of the campaign period.”
Article 6.3 “The polling period shall last no less than three (3) working days and shall close when the campaign period closes.”

Article 6.6 “All ballots shall be cast through an online voting system, which shall use the highest security encryption that is reasonably available to Elections AUS.”
Be it resolved, that a by-election be called for the position of Arts Representative to SSMU with the following dates according to the AUS Electoral Bylaws:  
· Procedure for nomination announced via AUS listserv on September 10.

· Nominations: Monday, September 14, 9:00 am to Friday, September 18, 5:00 pm.

· Extended Nomination Period: Saturday, September 19 to Sunday September, 20 5:00 pm.

· Campaign period- Monday, September 21, 9:00 am to Friday, September 25, 5:00pm

· Polling Period- Wednesday, September 23, 9:00 am to Friday, September 25 5:00 pm 
· Polling Location: Online

Be it further resolved, that AUS Council appoint an interim Arts Representative to SSMU according to the following procedure:

· Council will hear nominations from among its members
· Candidates will be allowed to speak for no longer than two minutes
· Council may ask candidates questions related to their candidacy 
· Council will vote for an interim Arts Representative to SSMU by secret ballot
