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Motion to Approve AUS Committee Memberships
Whereas, the Arts Computer Lab Fund Bylaws require members-at-large of the Arts Computer Lab Fund Committee (ACLFC) to be approved by AUS Council:

Article 3.4.2 “The President of the AUS, as chairperson, shall: […] appoint all student representatives on the ACLFC, subject to the approval of AUS Legislative Council.” 
Articles 3.1 and 3.1.3 “Membership of the Arts Computer Lab Fund Committee (ACLFC) shall consist of the following voting members…Two student members-at-large;”
Whereas, the AUS has appointed two Technology Coordinators under the VP Communications portfolio to sit on the ACLFC and the Faculty of Arts Information-Technology Committee as well as oversee several technology-related programs and services of the AUS;
Whereas, the Financial Bylaws stipulate that all required and extra members of the Financial Management Committee to be approved by AUS Council:
10.1.4 “The Vice-President Finance may appoint members to the FMC beyond the required eight members, and may delegate extra authority to one or more of these members, subject to the approval of AUS Council.” 

10.2 “The Vice-President will advertise for members-at-large at the beginning of the year. The executive committee will review the applications and the members-at-large will be ratified by the second council meeting of the year.” 

10.3 “The council members should be chosen through nomination and ratified by the second council meeting of the year.”
