Language Activities Budget
First Level Korean – EAST 220 (9 credits)
May 1 – July 13
Overall Objectives  

Language is the system through which people express themselves and their culture. Language reflects cultural attitudes, priorities, customs, modes of thinking, and important social values and rules. Needless to say, the emphasis on cultural components in the language learning process is vitally significant. The proposed cultural activities for First Level Korean will play a crucial role as they will introduce students to Korean culture and tradition. It will provide students with invaluable opportunities to engage with Korean persons, practice Korean language, and learn about Korean daily lives, cultural contexts and experiences. 
Activities

1. Taekwondo course 
Students will have one Taekwondo lesson with a master to learn its basic moves.  The lesson will cover introduction to the philosophy of Korean martial art and explanation of basic moves.  
2. Visit to Kimchi factory       

Students will see and learn how to make Kimchi.  They will also have the opportunity to experiment making and tasting Kimchi. 
3. Visit the Korean Embassy and the Korean Cultural Centre in Ottawa 
Students will be welcome by the director of the Korean Cultural Centre in Ottawa and have the tour in the center.  Information session of their cultural activities and discussions with the director and other related persons in the Embassy and the center.  It may be possible to organize a meeting with the Ambassador of South Korea.  (to be approved)
4. Picnic & Sports day
Game, singing, dancing outdoor activities (imitation of a famous TV show)
5. Korean movie watching
Students will watch during the semester several famous contemporary movies (4-5) which are very educative for their cultural experience.  While watching the movies, students can discover Korean traditional and actual popular snacks.    
6. Lunch at a Korean restaurant
Students will practice ordering in a restaurant and talking about food in general.
