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Motion to Ban the Recording and/or Taping of AUS Legislative Council Meetings
Whereas, there are no rules or sections in the AUS Constitution which ban or outlaw the use of recording devices during Legislative Council Meetings;
Whereas, the presence of recording or taping could create an unsafe and hostile environment for Councillors or Gallery speakers; 
Whereas, the AUS should bolster a space in which Councillors can safely represent their constituents;
Whereas, statements made during legislative council are recorded in minutes and documents made available in the following meeting agenda;
Be it resolved, that a clause be created under Standing Rules of the Legislative Council which would forbid the recording and/or taping of discussions, statements, and procedures made during AUS Legislative Council;
Be it further resolved, that in order for a campus press organization to film and/or record a meeting, they must receive a two-thirds (2/3) majority of AUS Legislative Council
